1. Mr. Tucker threatened to break Cody’s neck. (Told to Cody’s Dad.)
2. Mr. Tucker tried to arrange a fight between his son and Chris. (told to Cody’s Dad)
3. Mr. Tucker threatened to bring his son from the “crypts” (gang) to our neighborhood. (told to neighbors and Cody’s Mother overheard)
4. Mr. Tucker threatened to bring gang members from the “south side” in our neighborhood. (speaking to Cody’s Dad)
5. Dominique and Xavier and their friends tried to lure Cody and his friends to fight at the park. (said in front of neighbor’s home)
6. When Mr. Tucker tried to arrange a fight between Dominique and Cody, Cody told Mr. Tucker that he did NOT want to fight with Dominique, and that he wanted his sons to just leave him and his friends alone.
7. When Dominique and Xavier approached Cody on the day of the assault, Cody then again told them to leave him alone and that he didn’t want to fight.  Dominique was wearing gloves before and when the assault occurred.
8. After the assault, Dominique threw a basketball at Cody and his friend Chris trying to knock them off of their skateboards.   When that happened, he hit Cody’s Grandparent’s car so Cody’s Dad told Dominique not to throw the ball and if he broke something he would have to pay for damages. Dominique’s reply was “Whatever…I can break whatever I want to break!”

9. Last….Their claim that this is a racial issue sickens me!  It is a BOLD FACED LIE!  We know and THEY know also!!  Assault cannot be twisted around into a racial issue because it is NOT! Furthermore, assault is the act of physical contact with the intent to cause physical injury. To use the defense that an assault was provoked is to withhold the responsibility of the assailant while trying to place blame upon the victim for somehow ‘deserving’ the assault. NO PERSON deserves physical attack with the intent to cause injury.
